Safeguarding and Welfare Requirement: Safety and suitability of premises, environment and equipment
Providers must ensure there are suitable hygienic changing facilities for changing any children who are in nappies.

6.4 Nappy changing and intimate care
Policy statement
No child is excluded from participating in Pippins Preschool who may, for any reason, not yet be toilet trained and who may still be wearing nappies or equivalent. We work with parents towards toilet training, unless there are medical or other developmental reasons why this may not be appropriate at the time.
We provide nappy changing facilities and exercise good hygiene practices in order to accommodate children who are not yet toilet trained. We see toilet training as a self-care skill that children have the opportunity to learn with the full support and non-judgemental concern of adults.
Procedures
· Changing log: All children have their own individual changing log, where staff record the date, time, who changed the child, witness initial, and reason for changing. Wherever possible the same child will not be cared for by the same adult on a regular basis. Logs are reviewed regularly.
If a child wets or soils themselves while they are at preschool it is important that they are changed and cleaned as soon as possible. Parental permission for changing children is sought via Registration Forms. If permission is not granted, we will discuss this with the parents. If no-one can be at Pippins to change your child within 20 minutes then a member of staff will change the child. We have a ‘duty of care’ towards children’s personal needs. If children are left in wet or soiled nappies or pull ups in the setting this may constitute neglect and will be a disciplinary matter.
· Parents are requested to keep a spare change of clothes and nappies if appropriate in their child’s preschool bag but Pippins will provide clean underwear and clothes in an emergency. 
· We keep a list of children who may require changing each session. Staff record if child is changed, checked or asked.
· When children are changed, the door is always left open. Staff make others aware that they are changing a child or children. Dignity and privacy is maintained at all times.
· Our changing area is a comfortable, safe area with objects of interest to take the child’s attention.
· Staff are advised to put on gloves and aprons before changing a soiled nappy, but this is not necessary for a wet nappy. Aprons should be worn when there is a risk of cross-contamination – when there is blood, faeces or vomit to clear up.
· The mat is wiped with antibacterial spray and a paper towel between each child.
· We dispose of nappies and pull ups hygienically. Where appropriate, faeces in nappies or pull ups is flushed down the toilet and the nappy or pull up is bagged and put in the bin. Cloth nappies, trainer pants and ordinary pants that have been wet or soiled are bagged for parents to take home.
· Staff will talk to child as they change them; reassuring them, and explaining what’s going on. We are gentle when changing; we avoid pulling faces and making negative comments about nappy contents. We ensure that nappy changing is relaxed and a time to promote independence in young children.
· We do not make inappropriate comments about children’s genitals when changing their nappies.
· We encourage children to take an interest in using the toilet; they may just want to sit on it and talk to a friend who is also using the toilet.
· We encourage children to wash their hands, and have soap and towels to hand.
· We do not use anti-bacterial hand wash liquid or soap for young children; young skin is quite delicate and anti-bacterial products kill off certain good bacteria that children need to develop their own natural resistance to infection.
· Children access the toilet when they need to and are encouraged to be independent.
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
